Minutes of the Meeting Held Monday, June 16, 2014

Citizen Comments


Newly elected as co-liaisons to the Conservation Commission, Pat Brown and Len Simon, introduced themselves to the Commission.  No comments on anything specific.

WPA & Bylaw ANRAD (cont.): #69 - #71 Brewster Rd.; DNH Homes, LLC

Present:  Ben Ewing; Dave Crossman (arrival during discussion); Stan Hargus

Mr. Ewing presented a revised plan showing the DEP-requested topography and location of the test observation pits on the site.  The revised plan also identifies the ditch as an intermittent stream.  A site walk was held on June 9, 2014 attended by Dave Burke, Dave Crossman, and Tom Friedlander.  As a result of this site walk, the bordering vegetated wetland line was expanded in the area of flags 9 & 10 to reflect the channel and hydric soils upgradient of D. Crossman’s flags.  Both D. Burke and D. Dineen had questioned this area as meeting the definition of bordering vegetated wetland (bvw) and D. Dineen believed that the clear flow path down the low point in the hillside also showed evidence of a channel.  The area seems to meet the definition of channel.

Following further discussion, on a motion by R. Elkind, the Commission voted unanimously to accept the ANRAD based on the revised plan conditional upon the classification of the sep within the bvw shown on a revised plan as an intermittent stream.  2nd T. Friedlander.
WPA & Bylaw Request for Determination:29 & 33 Green Hill Rd.; National Grid gas line extension

Present: Andrea Kendall of  LEC Environmental, Inc. representing Boston d/b/a/ National Grid

Ms. Kendall presented a plan showing the installation of a 150’ gas line in Green Hill Road which will branch to serve 29 & 33 Green Hill Road off a connection in a shared driveway.  The gas line will be located directly adjacent to the existing driveway.  Erosion controls will be in place for the excavation of 1.5’ wide x 3’ deep trench.  Backfill material will be placed in the trench after setting the gas line.  A steel plate will be installed over the trench should it be necessary to keep the trench open overnight.  Catch basin inlet protection will be used in the street and dewatering, if necessary, wil be done using dewatering bags.  There will be a 1’ offset to other utilities.  Several tres along the driveway may need to be removed for the trench.

Lucy Henderson of 33 Goodman Hill Road noted that the driveway was private and had a steep slope.  


D. Dineen summarized that all work was on existing disturbed areas located in the outer riparian riverfront area and the adjacent upland resource area.  The RDA contains detailed mitigation and best management practices.  She recommended a negative DOA.


On a motion by R. Elkind; 2nd T. Friedlander; the Commission voted unanimously in favor of issuing a negative DOA.
WPA & Bylaw Request for Determination: 14 Deacon Lane; Parker

Present: Jeff Napoli, builder


Mr. Napoli presented plans for the construction of a house addition & deck replacement (or part of the addition) on an 8’ slab in the rear of the house.  D. Dineen noted that all work will be on existing existing lawn area and will be within the adjacent upland resource to bordering vegetated wetland (bvw) and potentially within the outer riparian of a perennial stream located off the end of the cul-de-sac.  She stated that for the purposes of this filing the identification of perennial vs. intermittent was not applicable as the lot was established prior to 1996 and all work is on existing disturbed areas, no closer to the jurisdictional resource areas.

On a motion by R. Elkind; 2nd T. Friedlander; the Commission voted unanimously in favor of issuing a negative DOA.

Certificate of Compliance: 10 Wright Road.

Present: Frank Salamone


Work on a recent OOC has been completed, and as-built plan has been submitted along with the engineer’s statement that the work was completed substantially in compliance with the OOC.  Work involved the installation of a new septic system further from the perennial stream and bvw.  The leach field was moved as far as possible from the resource area with effluent pumped to the field.  The site is mostly stabilized and a sale of the property has occurred.


On a motion by T. Friedlander; 2nd B. Armstrong; the Commission voted unanimously in favor of issuing the COC.

Conservation Restriction: 54 Moore Road

Commissioners signed the previously approved CR in triplicate.

On a motion by T. Friedlander; 2nd R. Elkind; the Commission unanimously approved the Minutes of June 2, 2014 as drafted.

MADAR CAPS Request


The MA Dept. of Agriculture sent a request seeking permission to place pheromone lure traps on the Nobscot Conservation Land to look for the spread of invasive insects in former apple orchards.  Commissioners agreed to the request conditional upon all materials brought in will be removed by Dec. 31, 2014 unless and extension is granted by the Commission, and the SCC receives a report of what is caught.
WPA & Bylaw Notice of Intent: 26 Bryant Drive; Jackson
Request for continuation received June 4, 2014.  Continued to July 14, 2014 

Bylaw Notice of Intent: Livermore Circle, Maynard Rd.
Present:  George Connors; Sullivan Conners, Inc.

Mr. Conners presented a plan for drainage for 2 new houses on a paper street off Maynard Rd.  The filing is under the bylaw only as the house construction is well outside of any wetland or upland jurisdictional area.  The bylaw filing addresses the ultimate discharge of drainage from the site to a wetland on Fairbank Road.  
The 2 new lots will be developed on a 10-acre site that was originally part of the Widow Rite’s Road development.  A previously approved 3-lot subdivision has been amended and approved by the Planning Board as a 2 –lot subdivision.  There are now 2 5-acre lots that were approved a a Flexible subdivision under zoning.  Some land swaps with abutters occurred.  

A toe-drain will be placed at the base of the slope to collect runoff from the steep slope behind te house lots. One lot will have a catch basin and a rain garden which will connect via a sediment trap to the base of the drainage pipe on Fairbank Road.  There will be no increase in the amount of runoff to this pipe.  80% TSS removal will be achieved on Lot 1 and 90% on Lot 2.  All impervious areas will have runoff treated on site.
D. Dineen questioned if there will any activity on the steep slope behind the 2 new lots.  There will not.  She asked if the applicant would consider placing perpetuity Conservation Restriction on the undisturbed acreage.  Mr. Connors, stating he can speak for his clients on this matter, stated that a CR would be acceptable.  D. Dineen will send a recent sample CR to Mr. Conners for review by his clients.
D. Dineen stated that with no increase in the amount of runoff entering the drainage system, and the best management practices employed on site, the runoff quality and quantity entering the Fairbank Road wetland will not be negatively impacted.  The CR adds extra protection as it will prevent the steep slope from becoming destabilized by activity.
On a motion by R. Elkind; 2nd T. Friedlander; the Commission voted unanimously in favor of closing the hearing.

On a motion by B. Armstrong; 2nd T. Friedlander, the Commission voted unanimously in favor of issuing the bylaw Order as discussed, including the requirement for the CR as agreed to by the client’s representative at the hearing.

WPA & Bylaw Notice of Intent (cont.):  8 Dawson Drive, Melamed
Request for continuation received June 9, 2014.  Continued to July 14, 2014 
Discussion: Removal of Hazardous Chemical Remediation Equipment: Cummings Property, North Rd.   Present: Christine Hoffman, ERM representative 

Ms. Hoffman explained that the contamination at Unysis was clean to the point of requiring only every-other year monitoring by DEP.  There are over 100 monitoring wells on site and on abutting property, including the Frost Farm Conservation Land.  There is also a remaining treatment shed in Sudbury.  They would like to remove most of the monitoring wells and shed.  Based on MA GIS there are at least 10 wells located within wetland resource areas and many other wells within the adjacent upland resource.  Well deactivation will consist of cutting off the well, filling it with gravel, and grouting the top to seal it.  A roll off container will be needed for shed removal.  Wheelbarrows and tarps will be used to move materials.  Disturbed areas will be loamed and seeded with a native seed mix.  

ERM and Unysis would like to file a Request for Determination for this work and use wetland delineations based on MA GIS.  D. Dineen has already discussed the need for at least partial on-site wetland delineation and she has recommended a Notice of Intent.  The MA GIS wetland layer is incomplete and inaccurate for many areas of the site and affected surrounding properties.  Access to wells may require activity in wetland areas that are not identified at this point.  Staging and vehicle limits should be determined based on wetland locations.  Work would need to be strictly conditioned, especially in the wetland resource areas, and the SCC has a policy of not placing conditions in negative Determinations due to the lack of follow-through required as part of the DOA process.

G. Topham added that the wells that are in the more sensitive resource areas will need to be defined and perhaps more stringent standards will need to be applied when working in these areas.  Time of year restrictions could apply.

Commissioners agreed that although the capping of the wells and removal of the shed is a project they support, due to the number of wells, size of the parcel, work on town-owned property, and the fact that MA GIS is known to be inaccurate for this area, they will require on-site wetland delineation at least in the most sensitive areas.  Wells and the closest proximity to wetland resource areas should be shown, at a minimum, on a plan to be submitted with an NOI.  D. Dineen added that many of the wells have electricity running to them. She questioned how this electricity would be dealt with the decommissioning of the wells, particularly the wells located on public conservation land.   This will need to be addressed in the NOI.
Conservation Commission Reorganization


The Commission discussed the annual reorganization of the Commission.  Curent Cahirman, Greg Topham, will be moving out of Sudbury once his house sells.  Therefore, he will not be seeking reelection as Chairman or reappoint to the Commission by the Board of Selectmen.  He will continue to serve on the Commission only until a replacement is found.

Vice-Chairman Beth Armstrong stated that she could not take on the duties of Chairman at this time for personal reasons but she would accept a nomination to remain as Vice-Chairman.


G. Topham nominated Tom Friedlander as Chairman and Beth Armstrong as Vice-Chairman.  Charles Russo seconded the motion to nominate.  Vote was unanimous in favor with both T. Friedlander and B. Armstrong accepting the positions.

Summer Meeting Schedule was set at June 30 (tentative); July 14, August 11.  Regular schedule will resume Sept. 8, 2014.
Meeting adjourned at approximately 9:10pm.
