	Description of status of the project: Construction of the Bruce Freeman Rail Trail Phase 2D commenced in January 2023 and is nearing completion, with the Town and MassDOT preparing a punch list of outstanding work to be completed. A graphic designer has been hired by the Town to assist a working group of residents with preparing the artwork and copy for small and large interpretive panels that will tell the history of the rail road in Sudbury and highlight natural features, railroad artifacts along the trail, and stories from the past. 
	Project Results: Construction of the BFRT Phase 2D is approximately 95% complete as of October 15, 2024.
	Description: The official project completion date is June 9, 2025, per the MassDOT contract with the contractor, AA Will. 
Additional work anticipated, which was not included/funded in the original design, includes: fencing near the Fairview Farm driveway crossing to provide trail users with clear visual cues to remain on the trail, improved signage at Parkinson Field driveway and additional signs in the parking area to inform trail users where to park for the trail, additional interpretive panels for the rail trail at Hop Brook, and potential artwork for installation at several locations along the trail.
