Design documents are approximately 90% complete. Project undergoing review by

Sudbury Historic Districts Commission (HDC) and Sudbury Historical Commission (HC). Current
design issues being considered by the HDC include a non-public accessible front

entrance to Town Hall and a revised exterior configuration of the new rear entrance.

Description of other pertinent information:

Due to potential change in project scope, Select Board must approve scope of Town Hall renovation/ rehabilitation.
Upon Select Board approval, An Application for Certificate of Appropriateness will be submitted to the Sudbury HDC.
Upon receipt of Certificate of Appropriateness from the Sudbury Historic Districts Commission, project design will
be presented to Historical Commission, Commission on Disability and Sudbury Design Review Board for review and
approval. Upon incorporating review comments from the above review agencies into the 100% design, the design
will be

presented to the Sudbury Planning Board for Site Plan Review.
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
