Additional ADA requirements for Feeley #2
dugouts and path ways remains.

Description of other pertinent information:
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The proposed improvements to Frank Feeley Fields will not only increase the use of these recreational areas but also ensure they are accessible to all residents. By upgrading the facilities, we can strengthen our vibrant softball community and provide fields of equal quality to those used by the baseball community.

In addition to this Community Preservation Act allocation, Sudbury Girls Softball has committed $7,000 to this project, while the Park and Recreation Commission has pledged $25,000 for design purposes.

Safety Enhancements:

   Netting Installation: New netting was installed to prevent errant balls from entering the nearby tennis courts.
   Batting Cage Guardrail:** A safety guardrail has been added around the batting cages.
   Field Improvements:** We successfully **redid the infields** and cut **new base paths** using fresh infield mix.        also purchased and plan to install **new bases**.
Water Management:** We implemented improvements for **water runoff management** from the parking lots.

Overall, this has been a great project for the softball community. While it took longer than originally anticipated due to unexpected supply chain issues and weather challenges this past spring, and required a few change orders related to design adjustments, the results provide high-quality, safer, and more accessible facilities for all residents.
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
