	Description of status of the project: A contract was signed with Engineering Design Consultant, TEC, Inc. in July 2025 (FY26), in the amount of $98,510.00, which commits the majority of the funds granted, to conduct survey of the driveway access and parking area, determine the extent and type of wetlands, and development conceptual designs for consideration by Town staff representing Parks, Recreation & Aquatics, Planning & Community Development, Public Works and Conservation. Once a final design is accepted, to prepare final design plans and permit the project through the Conservation Commission, Planning Board, Historic Districts Commission, and Parks & Recreation Commission.  
	Project Results: After review by Town boards and committees in 2024, the scope of the project expanded (organizing and formalizing the parking area and providing improved separation from the adjacent commercial enterprise) and the quality of materials to be used was increased (such as paved parking rather than gravel and formal storm-water management systems to handle surface run-off).  
	Description: TEC, Inc. has prepared a conceptual design plan that has been reviewed by aforementioned Town staff and provided a preliminary estimate to the Planning & Community Development Office, which was used to prepare a Community Preservation Committee application for construction of the driveway and parking area.
