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Background 

Year Built:  2000 

Curtis Middle School is located at 22 Pratts Mill Road. It is a 
three-story building that serves Grades Six through Eight.  

The main entrance is located on the southwest corner of the 
building. Provided floorplans indicate an additional four primary 
egress doors and eight secondary egress doors are located on 
the east, west and south sides of the building. Intercoms are 
available at the main entrance and at Door 15. Vertical access is 
provided by three (3) staircases and an elevator.  

Parking is available on the north, east and west sides of the 
building. Outdoor amenities include picnic tables, bike racks and 
a library book drop-off receptacle. There is also a basketball 
court and multipurpose field on the east side of the school, and 
both a baseball and softball field on the south side of the school. 

The first floor is the location for school reception and the 
principal’s office, the health office which includes a single-user 
toilet room, additional single-user toilet rooms and both men’s 
and women’s multi-user toilet rooms. The first floor also houses 
the student cafeteria, a staff cafeteria, a health education room, 
the orchestra, band and chorus areas, an auditorium and stage 
with an accessible route to the stage, and the gymnasium with 
both men’s and women’s locker rooms. There is also a lost and 
found area, multiple eighth grade classrooms, a special 
education room, ESL room, art room with a kiln room, and a 
teacher planning room. 

The second floor houses the school library with an office for a 
technology curriculum coach, a conference room, a computer lab 
and technology center, men’s and women’s multi-user toilet 
rooms, a student services area with guidance and psychiatrist 
offices, Grade Seven classrooms, a student services room and a 
special education room. 

The third floor has Grade Six classrooms, men’s and women’s 
multi-user toilet rooms and a special education room. 

Key Accessibility Issues 

Exterior Access Routes 
Accessibility issues with walkways around the school include 
excessive running slopes and lack of an accessible route to the 
book drop-off receptacle.  

Parking 
Accessibility issues with parking include lack of a sign with the 
designation “Van Accessible” at the van accessible parking 
spaces, and signs mounted lower than the minimum height 
allowed. 

Toilet Rooms 
Accessibility issues with toilet rooms include dispensers that 
protrude into the circulation path, block the minimum required 
clear floor space at the lavatory or that are mounted above a 
grab bar in accessible compartments. Additional issues include 
plumbing at lavatories that is not wrapped, doors at accessible 
compartments with a malfunctioning self-closing hinge, flush 
valves not mounted on the open or transfer side of the toilet, and 
urinals recessed more than two feet that lack the minimum 
required clear width at the urinal.  

Locker Rooms 
Accessibility issues with locker rooms include lack of an 
accessible changing room in the women’s locker rooms and lack 
of a bench with back support in both the men’s and women’s 
locker rooms. A roll-in shower in the women’s locker room lacks 
grab bars on two walls and a roll-in shower in the men’s locker 
room is lacking one grab bar and has a second grab bar 
improperly located above the folding seat. 

Classroom Sinks 
Accessibility issues with sinks include lack of a sink with the 
minimum required knee and toe clearance positioned for a 
forward approach in the science preparation room and in the 
technology engineering room. 
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Doors 
Accessibility issues with doors include lack of the minimum 
required pull-side maneuvering clearance at the exit from a first 
floor men’s multi-user toilet room, lack of maneuvering clearance 
at multiple doors due to the location of stored objects, and door 
hardware that cannot be operated with a closed fist at the sliding 
door to the reception area. 

Signage 
Accessibility issues with signage include lack of or misplaced 
designation and egress signage including lack of the illuminated 
International Symbol of Accessibility (ISA) at exit signs where the 
exit leads directly to an exterior accessible route. 

Dining and Work Surfaces 
Accessibility issues include lack of three (3) dining surfaces in the 
cafeteria with the minimum required knee and toe clearance, lack 
of work surfaces in ten (10) classrooms with the minimum 
required knee and toe clearance, and lack of one (1) work 
surface in the science preparation room with the minimum 
required knee and toe clearance. 

Areas of Sport Activity 
Accessibility issues include lack of a firm, stable and slip resistant 
surface on the route to the area of sport activity at the soccer 
field, baseball field, softball field and basketball court. There is 
also lack of a firm, stable and slip resistant surface on the route 
to team seating and at the required clear floor space adjacent to 
the team seating.   
 
Additional Accessibility Issues 
• Lack of one (1) drinking fountain for a standing user and a 

drinking fountain for a seated user that lacks the minimum 
required knee and toe clearance.  

• Lack of tactile stars on the elevator door jambs on the main 
floor. 

• Lack of a picnic table with the minimum require knee and toe 
clearance located on an accessible route in the picnic area. 

• A defibrillator protrudes into the circulation path. 
• Lack of an assistive listening system in the auditorium. 

Note: Where a sound system, microphone and/or speaker are 
integral to the use of the space, an assistive listening system 
(ALS) must be provided. If an assistive listening system is 
present, a sign indicating its availability is required.

Background 

Year Built: 1998   

Haynes Elementary School is located at 169 Haynes Road and 
provides instruction for students from kindergarten to the fifth 
grade.  

The school building is one story. The main entrance and egress, 
which is accessible, is located on the west side of the building. 
There are 12 additional public accessible exits and five 
inaccessible public exits.  

Areas on the first floor include kindergarten through fifth grade 
classrooms, the main office, a health clinic, a library, an 
occupational therapy and physical therapy office, a Spanish 
classroom, an art classroom, an auditorium/cafeteria, a music 
classroom, a speech classroom, an English as a second 
language room, a psychologist’s office, a gym, a classroom for 
the Steps Program, learning center classrooms for students in 
different grades and two classrooms for a one-on-one program 
called the Partners Program (located on the east side of the 
school). The auditorium/cafeteria is also is used for after school 
programs and school committee meetings. Toilet rooms are 
provided in the partners program classrooms, in the kindergarten 
classrooms and in the corridors.  

Note: Because it was filled with stored items on the day of 
survey, the single-user shower room by the health office was 
unable to be surveyed.  

There are three parking areas: a small parking lot by the main 
entrance on the northeast side, a larger parking lot on the 
southeast side, and a smaller parking lot on the southwest side.  

Outdoor amenities include a baseball field, two soccer fields, 
picnic tables, benches, a bike rack, two basketball courts, a four 
square court, a large playground on the north side and a smaller 
playground on the southwest side.  

Key Accessibility Issues 

Exterior Access Routes 
Accessibility issues with the walkways and sidewalks surrounding 
the school include excessive cross slopes, excessive changes in 
level, surface openings that are greater than ½”, and areas that 
lack a stable, firm and slip resistant surface. There is also lack of 
an accessible route to a bike rack and bench.  

Curb Ramps 
Accessibility issues include lack of curb ramps, lack of a landing, 
and lack of a surface that is stable, firm and slip resistant.  

Parking 
Accessibility issues include lack of one car accessible parking 
space with a marked access aisle and sign in the southeast lot, 
and lack of a sign with the designation “Van Accessible” at the 
van accessible parking space in the southwest parking lot.  

Signage 
Accessibility issues include lack of designation, directional and 
egress signs, including the lack of an illuminated sign with the 
International Symbol of Accessibility (ISA) at five accessible 
egress doors. 

Interior Accessible Routes 
Accessibility issues include protruding objects, lack of the 
minimum required clear width, and mats that are not secured.  

Doors 
Accessibility issues include lack of maneuvering clearance at 
doors. 

Stairs 
Accessibility issues include lack of handrails at stairs in the 
library and auditorium.  

Dining and Work Surfaces 
Accessibility issues include tables that lack knee and toe 
clearance in several locations.  
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Assistive Listening System 
An assistive listening system is not provided in the auditorium. If 
audible communication is integral to the use of the space, an 
assistive listening system is required. If an assistive listening 
system is present, a sign indicating its availability is required. 

Picnic Tables 
Accessibility issues include lack of an accessible picnic table in 
one location and lack of an accessible route to picnic tables in 
two locations.  

Toilet Rooms 
Key accessibility issues with toilet rooms include lavatories that 
lack knee and toe clearance, lavatories with exposed plumbing, 
dispensers mounted over grab bars, wheelchair compartment 
doors that have a malfunctioning self-closing hinge, and urinals 
that lack clear floor space. Other common issues include 
dispensers that protrude into the circulation path, and mirrors and 
coat hooks that are mounted higher than allowed.  

Drinking Fountains 
Accessibility issues include lack of drinking fountains for standing 
users in four (4) locations and lack of the minimum required knee 
and toe clearance at two (2) drinking fountains for seated users. 
In addition, the exterior drinking fountain was not functional on 
the day of survey and it lacks a clear floor space positioned for a 
forward approach. 

Sinks 
Accessibility issues with sinks include sinks that lack the 
minimum required knee and toe clearance in fifteen classrooms, 
the occupational therapy/physical therapy (OT/PT) room, the 
health office and cafeteria.  

Playgrounds 
Accessibility issues include lack of an accessible route to the 
playground north of the basketball court; lack of an accessible 
route around this playground, around the southwest playground 
and on the north side of the central play area; and lack of an 
impact-attenuating accessible route to and around each play 

component in the playground north of the basketball court and in 
the southwest playground. 

Areas of Sport Activity 
Accessibility issues include lack of an accessible route to two 
soccer fields and a baseball field.

• Lack of an accessible route to one bench by the birdbath.

Best Practice and Inclusive Design 
Best practice and inclusive design recommendations include 
elements that are not required in the standards but may create 
enhanced experiences for all users. 
• Recommend providing accessible signage on the latch side of 

the door at all permanent rooms that lack signs. 
• Recommend providing directional signage to the accessible 

route to the stage. 
• Recommend locating some coat hooks in the main corridor 

within recommended children's reach ranges between 40" 
and 44" high for students in the kindergarten through the fifth 
grade. 

• Recommend providing an accessible walkway from each 
ground level classroom exit door to the north walkway.  

• Recommend providing a 10" high solid surface kickplate on 
the push side of the gate to the southwest playground. 

• Recommend providing a 48" wide accessible route around the 
entire picnic table at each accessible picnic table. See the 
following image:  

 
• Recommend providing a 36" x 48" space alongside one 

bench positioned so that a person using a wheelchair can sit 
shoulder to shoulder with someone seated on the bench.  See 
following image:  
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• Recommend providing a variety of benches, including

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Background 

Year Built:  1999 

The Loring Elementary School is located at 80 Woodside Road. 
The main entrance is located on the east side of the building, and 
it is kept locked during the majority of the day as a security 
measure. An intercom is located on an accessible route at the 
main entrance door. There are eight (8) accessible egress doors 
distributed among all sides of the building.  The school serves 
about 475 students in grades kindergarten through 5 with an 
approximately a 13.5:1 student to teacher ratio. 

The school building has two (2) stories. Vertical access is 
provided by three (3) staircases and an elevator, though students 
only use the elevator when accompanied by a teacher or other 
staff member.  

Parking is located on the north, south and east sides of the 
school. A playground and a basketball court are located on the 
north side of the school, and a second playground and baseball 
field are located on the west side of the school.  

The first floor is the location of administrative offices and the 
nurse’s office with an accessible single-user toilet room and an 
accessible transfer shower. It also has classrooms for 
kindergarten through the second grade including a kindergarten 
classroom with a single-user toilet room, a cafetorium with a 
stage and an accessible ramp providing access to the stage, a 
physical therapy/occupational therapy room, a guidance suite of 
rooms, boys’ and girls’ multi-user toilet rooms and a single-user 
toilet room. The first floor also has the psychologist’s office, a 
learning studio, a music room with a music practice room, a work 
room, a literacy room, a special education room, a media center, 
the gymnasium, and a courtyard with benches and picnic tables. 

The second floor has classrooms for Grades Three, Four and 
Five, a teacher planning room, a conference room and boys’ and 
girls’ multi-user toilet rooms. The second floor is also the location 
for speech and special education rooms, a learning center and 
the visual arts room. 

Key Accessibility Issues 

Exterior Access Routes 
Accessibility issues with walkways around the school include 
excessive running and cross slopes, excessive changes in level, 
and lack of a walkway for brief stretches. 

Curb Ramps 
Accessibility issues with curb ramps surrounding the school 
include lack of a curb ramp at one location and lack of a curb 
ramp landing at a second location. There are also excessive 
running slopes at the center of curb ramps and at ramp flares, 
and excessive changes in level where curb ramps meet the 
walkway or the street. 

Parking 
Accessibility issues with parking include lack of a sign with the 
designation “Van Accessible” at one van accessible parking 
space, and lack of a van accessible parking space at the parking 
area nearest the baseball field. 

Toilet Rooms 
Accessibility issues in toilet room accessible compartments 
include dispensers located above grab bars, grab bars not 
located at a compliant height, flush valves not located on the 
open or transfer side, and lack of the minimum required clear 
floor space due to the location of stored objects. Additional 
accessibility issues with toilet rooms include urinals mounted 
higher than the maximum height allowed, dispensers that 
protrude into the circulation path, and lack of the minimum 
required clear floor space at egress doors due the location of 
stored objects. There are also lavatories that lack the minimum 
required knee and toe clearance, exposed plumbing underneath 
lavatories, and mirrors with the base of the reflective surface 
mounted higher than the maximum height allowed. 

Classroom Sinks 
Accessibility issues with sinks in classrooms include lack of the 
minimum required knee and toe clearance and exposed 
plumbing. 
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Signage 
Accessibility issues with signage include noncompliant or missing 
designation and egress signage, including lack of a sign with an 
illuminated International Symbol of Accessibility (ISA) at exit 
doors that connect directly to an accessible means of egress. 

Dining and Work Surfaces 
Accessibility issues include lack of an accessible dining surface 
in the cafetorium, lack of an accessible picnic table at two 
exterior locations, and lack of an accessible work surface in the 
physical therapy/occupational therapy room.  

Upper Playground 
Accessibility issues include lack of an accessible route around 
the exterior of the playground, and lack of an accessible impact-
attenuating surface to around the play components in the 
playground. 
 
Note: The Massachusetts Architectural Access Board (MAAB) 
does not consider engineered wood fiber (EWF) to comply with 
its regulation requiring an accessible route to each play 
component and around the playground. 

Lower Playground 
The lower playground is not on an accessible route. It also lacks 
an accessible route around the playground, and an accessible 
impact-attenuating route to and around the play elements in the 
playground. 
 
Note: IHCD team was told that the lower playground is being 
replaced. This report and catalog identifies accessibility issues 
related to the lower playground, but does not include estimated 
costs to remedy those issues. The precise location, size and 
components included in the new lower playground will determine 
the actual costs that will be necessary to remedy the identified 
issues.  

Areas of Sport Activity 
Accessibility issues include lack of an accessible route to the 
boundary of sport activity at the baseball field and to the baseball 
field team seating areas. 

 
Note: IHCD team was told that new basketball hoops will be 
installed at a location near the new lower playground. IHCD was 
also informed that plans exist and funds will be spent to create a 
new accessible route extending from a cafeteria exit on the south 
side of the school to the location of the new basketball hoops and 
new lower playground. Costs are included in this report and 
catalog for an additional accessible pathway providing accessible 
access to the baseball field and to the seating located there. 
 
IHCD team has also been told that plans have been developed to 
fully address any issues related to the provision of an accessible 
route starting on the upper east side of the building, and 
continuing counter-clockwise to the amenities on the lower west 
side of the school. IHCD has included costs in this report and 
catalog to address some of the accessibility issues on that route 
that the Town may wish to address prior to the initiation of the full 
accessible route project.  
 
Note: Once all of the exterior accessible route work as described 
to IHCD is complete, all exterior amenities at the school site  
including the exterior amenities that are still to be installed will be 
connected to each other by an accessible route that will follow 
the general circulation path. The accessible solution will not 
include a switchback ramp near the existing staircase primarily 
because a ramp in that location would necessitate multiple 
switchbacks to traverse the existing grade, and ramps with that 
characteristic are difficult for many users to navigate. 
 
Note: IHCD team was told that the Town’s plans for the Loring 
School include the decision to keep the existing exterior staircase 
that runs from a school exit near the location of the basketball 
court towards the current lower playground. The staircase is 
being kept for reasons related to public safety and the availability 
of rapid access to the school by emergency personnel. 
 
Note: See Figure 1 at the end of this narrative for an illustration 
of the existing and planned exterior accessible routes. 
 
Additional Accessibility Issues 

 Doors have mats that are not secure or lack the minimum 
required maneuvering clearance due to the location of trash 
receptacles and stored objects. 

 Lack of handrails at the stairs to the stage in the cafetorium 
and lack of a handrail at an exterior walkway leading to a 
crosswalk. 

 Lack of three (3) drinking fountains for standing users.  
 Lack of integrated accessible seating at the bleachers in the 

gymnasium.* 
 Lack of an assistive listening system at the cafetorium stage. 

Note: Where a sound system, microphone and/or speaker are 
integral to the use of the space, an assistive listening system 
(ALS) must be provided. If an assistive listening system is 
present, a sign indicating its availability is required.

Best Practice and Inclusive Design 
Best practice and inclusive design recommendations include 
elements that are not required in the standards but may create 
enhanced experiences for all users. 
 
 Recommend providing accessible designation signage at 

permanent rooms that lack signage. 
 IHCD strongly recommends exploring the possibility of an 

alternative surface to engineered wood fiber (EWF). Over 
time, EWF requires continuous maintenance to ensure the 
surface is maintained in operable working condition (stable, 
firm and slip-resistant). In addition, when used in combination 
with other surfaces required for accessible routes to play 
components in Massachusetts, it will present a challenge to 
prevent level changes at the transition points between EWF 
and other surfaces, and to keep the accessible routes clear of

Background 

Year Built:  1960 Year Renovated:  1990, 1995 

Nixon Elementary School, located at 472 Concord Road, is a one 
story building serving students from kindergarten through the fifth 
grade. 

There are two accessible entrances; the main entrance is located 
on the southeast side and there is a secondary entrance on the 
north side of the building by the back parking lot. There are 11 
exits in addition to these two doors.  

The school contains administrative offices; a health office with a 
single-user toilet room; classrooms for kindergarten through the 
fifth grade; a cafeteria with a stage; a learning studio; a library; 
classrooms for Spanish, art, science and music; a learning 
center; and a gym. Three sets of multi-user toilet rooms for girls 
and boys are provided.  

Parking is located on the north and south side. Exterior amenities 
include a courtyard at the center of the building with picnic tables, 
raised garden beds and benches; a basketball court on the north 
side; and a soccer field on the southeast side. A playground on 
the west side was under construction at the time of survey and 
was unable to be assessed.  

Key Accessibility Issues 

Exterior Access Routes 
Accessibility issues with walkways around the school include 
walkways with excessive changes in level and surface openings, 
walkways with protruding objects, walkways that are not 
maintained in operable working condition and walkways with 
surfaces that are not stable, firm and slip resistant.  

Parking 
Accessibility issues with parking include lack of a sign with the 
designation “Van Accessible” at one van accessible parking 
space in the front and back parking lots.  

Signage 
Accessibility issues with signage include noncompliant or missing 
egress signage, including lack of a sign with an illuminated 
International Symbol of Accessibility (ISA) at exit doors that 
connect directly to an accessible means of egress. 

Dining and Work Surfaces 
Accessibility issues include lack of accessible work surfaces in 
eight (8) locations and lack of accessible picnic tables in two (2) 
locations. In addition, picnic tables in three (3) locations are not 
located on an accessible route.  

Toilet Rooms 
Accessibility issues in toilet rooms include lack of a required 
ambulatory compartment in three (3) multi-user girls’ toilet rooms, 
lack of pipes that are protected against contact under lavatories, 
flush valves not located on the open or transfer side, dispensers 
mounted above grab bars, and malfunctioning self-closing hinges 
at accessible compartments. Additional accessibility issues with 
toilet rooms include urinals and mirrors mounted higher than the 
maximum height allowed, dispensers that protrude into the 
circulation path, and grab bars mounted at incorrect heights.  

Drinking Fountains 
Accessibility issues include lack of drinking fountains for standing 
users in six (6) locations.  

Classroom Sinks 
Accessibility issues with sinks in classrooms include lack of the 
minimum required knee and toe clearance, exposed pipes and 
faucets that are not operable with a closed fist.  
 
Additional Accessibility Issues 
• Lack of handrails on both sides of the ramp to the stage. 
• Some carpets and mats are not secured.  
• Lack of an accessible route to the book-sharing box.

Background 

Year Built: 1950   Year Renovated: 1989, 1998   

Peter Noyes Elementary School is located at 280 Old Sudbury 
Road. It offers a full range of instruction to approximately 600 
students from pre-kindergarten to fifth grade.  

The school building has four (4) levels connected by four (4) 
staircases and an elevator. The main entrance and egress, which 
is accessible, is located at Door 1 on the northwest side of the 
school. It has an exterior ramp and provides access to the third 
floor. There are four additional accessible egress doors including 
Doors 8, 10, 11 and Door 7 at Floor 2 which provides access to 
the playground and sport fields. A courtyard in the center of the 
school can be accessed from the third floor. 

The first floor is the location for the cafeteria, boys’ and girls’ 
toilet rooms, the motor skills room and a music room. The second 
floor includes classrooms for Grades 1 through 3, boys’ and girls’ 
multi-user toilet rooms and an all gender single-user toilet room.   

The third floor has the main office the nurse’s office, Pre-K 
classrooms, the library, the learning studio, and the art room. It 
also has boys’ and girls’ multi-user toilet rooms, a girls’ single-
user toilet room,  kindergarten classrooms, the literacy center, 
the psychologist and school guidance counselor offices, a music 
room, and a gym with bleacher seating. The gym includes a 
stage with a lift providing accessible vertical access.  

The fourth floor is the location of the occupational therapy room, 
an all-gender adult toilet room, boys’ and girls’ multi-user toilet 
rooms, a special education room, classrooms for Grades 4 and 5, 
learning centers for Grades K-2, and Grade 3-5, and the shining 
stars room. 

Key Accessibility Issues 

Exterior Access Routes 
Accessibility issues with the walkways surrounding the school 
include excessive running and cross slopes, excessive changes 

in level, deteriorated surfaces and areas that lack a stable, firm 
and slip resistant surface. There is also lack of an accessible 
route around the playground, to multiple boundaries of sport 
activity (basketball court, soccer field, two baseball fields), and to 
player and fan seating areas. 

Parking 
Accessibility issues include lack of one van and one car 
accessible parking space with a marked access aisle and sign, 
and three signs with the International Symbol of Accessibility that 
are mounted lower than the minimum height required. 

Toilet Rooms 
Key accessibility issues with toilet rooms include a single-user 
toilet room on the second floor that lacks the minimum required 
clear floor space. Other common issues in the toilet rooms and 
accessible compartments include toilet paper dispensers 
mounted above the grab bar, flush controls not on the open or 
transfer side, toilet seats that are higher than allowed or that 
have a noncompliant centerline, and dispensers that protrude 
into the circulation path or that have operable parts that are 
higher than allowed. Issues at lavatories include lack of the 
minimum required knee and toe clearance, unwrapped plumbing, 
and mirrors mounted higher than allowed.  

Signage 
Accessibility issues include lack of or misplaced designation, 
directional and egress signs, including the lack of an illuminated 
sign with the International Symbol of Accessibility (ISA) at the 
main egress door and at the four additional accessible egress 
doors. 

Doors 
Accessibility issues include door hardware that cannot be used 
without requiring tight grasping, pinching, or twisting of the wrist, 
and lack of the minimum required maneuvering clearance at 
multiple doors. (Note: Power doors are required at the special 
education room, the K-2 learning center, the Grade 3-5 learning 
center, and at a girls’ and boys’ toilet room on the first floor.)

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Drinking Fountains 
Accessibility issues include lack of drinking fountains for standing 
users at six (6) locations and lack of the minimum required knee 
and toe clearance at three (3) drinking fountains for seated users. 

Classroom Sinks 
Accessibility issues with classroom sinks include sinks that lack 
the minimum required knee and toe clearance in eight 
classrooms. (Note: Accessible sinks are required at the K-2 
learning center, the Grade 3-5 learning center, a kindergarten 
classroom, a Grade 1 classroom, a Grade 2 classroom, a Grade 
four classroom, the special education room, and at the learning 
studio.)  
 
Additional Accessibility Issues 
• Dispensers that protrude into the circulation path in 

classrooms and hallways. 
• Lack of accessible integrated seating at bleachers in the 

gymnasium. 
• Lack of at least three accessible dining surfaces in the 

cafeteria.   
• Lack of an accessible work surface in the offices for the 

school guidance officer and the school psychologist.

Best Practice and Inclusive Design 
Best practice and inclusive design recommendations include 
elements that are not required in the standards but may create 
enhanced experiences for all users. 
• Recommend providing contrast strips on stair treads. 
• Recommend providing signage on the latch side of the door 

at all permanent rooms that lack signs. 
• Recommend at bench by main entrance a 36"x48" stable, firm 

and slip resistant space at the end of at least one bench so a 
companion using a wheeled mobility device can sit alongside 
someone on the bench. 

• When bleachers are replaced in the gymnasium, purchase 
bleachers with integrated accessible seating.
