FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: The Finance Committee recommends approval provided the 
sum appropriated does not exceed $45,000. This amount would provide sufficient 
funds for the designing, building and paving of a safe parking lot at Haskell as 
well as improving the Fairbank lots and improvements and landscaping to the park 
land. The remainder of the $72,000 proposal .which the Finance Committee did not 
vote to approve was for new facilities (bathrooms, playground, pole lights, etc.) 
which, while certainly .desirable do not appear to be necessary at this time and 
in this day of Proposition limitations. Recommend approval of $45,000 only.

CONSERVATION COW1ISSION REPORT: This parcel of 57 acres, often referred to as the 
Stone Tavern Farm, is one of the few active farms located in Sudbury and is a classic 
symbol of Sudbury's agricultural past. The Commission believes that the Town should 
have the opportunity to decide what happens to this land. Is it to be used for 
residential development or does it continue as a farm? This decision must be based 
on economic, agricultural, aesthetic and preservation considerations. 

The means pr9posed to preserve this parcel is through the purchase of the 
development rights jointly by the Town of Sudbury and the Commonwealth through the 
Massachusetts Department of Food and Agriculture. The development rights purchase 
price is determined by the difference between the full market value and the value 
of the land under an agricultural restriction. In general, the land remains private 
in all other respects. 

In perpetuity, the land may only be used for farming which is determined to 
only the following: raising plants and animals, or the products thereof, 

for sale and construction of buildings for agricultural purposes (only with prior 
approval of the holders of the restriction), including sales of products or for 
housing the family or employees of the owners. The land may not be released from 
this restriction except by a vote of the Town and by a two-thirds vote of both 
branches of the State Legislature. 

As a result of an application to the State, the Agricultural Land Preservation 
Committee will contribute $5,000 per acre toward the purchase with the balance to 
be raised by the Town. A portion of the money is available from the Conservation 
Fund, but the majority will need to be raised either from general funds or by 
borrowing.

BOARD OF SELECTMEN REPORT: This article is submitted by the Board of Selectmen upon 
petition from five residents of the portion of Winter Street between Summer Street 
and Spring Street. This portion of Winter Sfreet has a ten to twelve-foot traveled 
surface of dirt and gravel with no provisions for drainage. Funds requested are for 
construction to Town standards ($15,340) and recording fees ($50). The Board supports 
this article. 

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: The Town already voluntarily plows this portion of Winter 
Street and the present 5 owners were fully aware that this was not a public way and 
that the street was not constructed to Town standards when they purchased their homes. 
Thus, the Finance Committee saw no overriding equitable reason to approve such a 
large sum for what amounts to a private benefit. Recommend disapproval.

OPERATIONAL REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT: Present state law permits unpaid water and 
sewer bills to become liens on the property receiving the service. Town Counsel 
has advised the Committee that this existing legislation may not be broad enough 
to cover unpaid bills for septage disposal. The Committee has submitted this article 
so that the Towns will have an effective mechanism for collecting unpaid, past due 
bills. This article is being proposed for both Wayland's and Sudbury's Annual Town 
Meeting. 

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: Passage of this article will permit initiation of a process 
whereby unpaid septage disposal bills will become a lien on the property on which the 
septage was generated. Recommend approval.

ARTICLE 35 

TO SEE IF THE TOWN WILL VOTE TO AMEND ARTICLE IX, SECTION VI, SUB-SECTION 
C,5 OF THE TOWN OF SUDBURY ZONING BYLAW ENTITLED, "SPECIAL PERMIT GUIDE­
LINES", BY DELETING PARAGRAPH A.6 IN ITS ENTIRETY; OR ACT ON ANYTHING 
RELATIVE THERETO. [Two-thirds vote required.] 

Submitted by the Board of Selectmen. 
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BOARD OF SELECTMEN REPORT: Paragraph A.6 requires that an approved site plan be . 
filed with the Board of Appeals with an application for a special permit (certain 
applications are exempted from this requirement). Since the site plan has no 
effect unless the special permit is obtained, and since the special permit procedure 
is less costly to the applicant than the preparation of a site plan, it is felt that 
the Bylaw places a significant burden and expense upon an applicant. · This amendment 
would allow an applicant either to apply to the Board of Appeals concurrently with 
an application to the Board of Selectmen or to go to the Board of Appeals first. 
The Board supports this article. · · · 

NOTE:. Printed below is paragraph A.6 of sub-section C.5 Section VI, Article IX, as 
it presently reads: 

"6. that a proper site planhas been filed with and approved by the Board of 
Selectmen, a copy of which must also be filed with the Board of Appeals 
along with the application for the special permit. 

a. The following are specifically exempted from this site plan require~ent: 

(1) applications for a customary home occupation and light industrial 
activity under Article IX, III, A, 1, b; · 

(2) applications for permits for raising of certain animals under 
Article IX, V, G; ·. 

(3) ·applications for permits relative to use of Flood Plain Districts . 
under Article IX, III, E, 4; and 

(4) applications for permits to extend or enlarge a pre-existing non­
confqrming building or use under Article IX, I, C, 3, as applied 
to residences only." 

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: As the bylaw presently reads, a landowner is required to 
develop a site plan at considerable cost before a special permit application can be 
considered by the Board of Appeals. Abolition of this requirement would make the 
special permit application process less costly. Since a site plan must be filed and 
approved by the Board of Selectmen prior to any building permit issuing, Bylaw. IX, 
V, A., the passage of this article will not lessen the protection afforded the Town 
by the site plan requirement. Recommend approval.

BOARD OF SELECTMEN REPORT: The bylaw now permits restaurants in Limited Business 
Districts "if no mechanical or live entertainment is regularly furnished" and in 
a Business District where "mechanical or live entertainment" is furnished. The 
changes recommended above would remove the entertainment restrictions on restaurants 
in both districts. (Paragraph·2.a. allows restaurants in Business Districts by 
reference to paragraph 1. h so that the only effect of deleting paragraph 2. c is to 
remove the entertainment restriction.) The effect of the recommended changes, if 
approved, would be to allow entertainment, such as, background music or live enter­
tainment, in a restaurant in either district, if desired by management, but, as in 
the past, only upon approval of an entertainment license by the Board of Selectmen. 
The Board supports this article. 

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: Hearings revealed that no meaningful reason exists for 
the present differentiation between restaurants located in the two types of districts 
and the views of abutters in any particular case can be accommodated in licensing 
hearings before the Board of Selectmen. Recommend approval.

ARTICLE 37 

TO SEE IF THE TO~VN WILL VOTE TO AMEND THE ZONING BYLAW, SECTION V, J, 
(SIGNS), AS FOLLOWS: 

A. BY DELETING SUBSECTION 4 (ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT) AND 
SUBSTITUTING THEREFOR THE FOLLOWING: 

"4. ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT 

A BUILDING PERMIT FROM THE BUILDING INSPECTOR SHALL BE REQUIRED 
FOR THE ERECTION, CONSTRUCTION OR ALTERATION OF A SIGN. THE 
APPLICATION FOR A PERMIT SHALL BE SUBMITTED IN SUCH A FORM AS HE 
MAY PRESCRIBE AND SHALL INCLUDE SUCH INFORMATION AS MAY BE REQUIRED 
FOR A COMPLETE UNDERSTANDING OF THE PROPOSED WORK. IN REVIEWING 
APPLICATIONS THE BUILDING INSPECTOR SHALL APPLY THE FIVE STANDARDS 
ITEMIZED BELOW. THE BUILDING INSPECTOR MAY, BUT IS NOT REQUIRED TO, 
REFER ANY APPLICATION TO THE SIGN REVIEW BOARD FOR ITS RECOMMENDATION. 

THERE IS HEREBY CREATED A SIGN REVIEW BOARD TO CONSIST OF FIVE 
RESIDENTS OF THE TOWN APPOINTED BY THE BOARD OF SELECTMEN FOR THREE-YEAR 
STAGGERED TERMS. IN REVIEWING APPLICATION REFERRED TO IT FOR 
RECOMMENDATIONS, THE SIGN REVIEW BOARD SHALL APPLY THE FOLLOWING 
STANDARDS IN EACH INSTANCE, AS WILL THE BUILDING INSPECTOR: 

(a) THE SIGN WILL NOT CAUSE VISUAL CONFUSION, GLARE, OR OFFENSIVE

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BOARD OF SELECTMEN REPORT: The current Sign Bylaw conflicts with state statute in . 
that only the .Board of Selectmen, Board of Appeals, and Building Inspector may issue 
permits. The current Sign Review Board will become an advisory board to the Building 
Inspector. This articie, if aporoved would make four major changes to the Sign Bylaw, 
and several minor changes. 

The major changes are: 

1)' The .permitted size of signs would be reduced. (See B) 
2) No distinction would be made.between temporary and permanent signs; all signs 

will require a building permit. (See A) 
3) Variations from the Bylaw upon approval of the Sign Review Board would be 

eliminated. Any variation from the Bylaw would require a special permit 
from the Board of Appeals with a re¢ommendation from the Sign Review Board. 

4) Elimination of self-illuminated signs. (See E and F) 

The minor changes are: 

1) Consideration of surrounding architecture as affecting appropriateness of 
sign. (See A and F) 

2) Clarification of real estate signs. 
3) Clarification of construction signs.

{See H) 4) Clarification of non-conforming signs.

PERSONNEL BOARD REPORT: The Personnel Board is aware that an article is being 
presented to the Town which seeks to have the police department of the Town removed 
from the provisions and requirements of Civil Service. The Board believes that the 
position of Chief of Police is one of the most important and sensitive positions in 
the Town. For this reason, the person appointed to fill this position must be the 
best qualified person available. In order to insure that only those persons who 
have the actual experience, competence, skills and ability to fill this sensitive 
and important position, the Personnel Board recommends that the Town adopt minumum 
standards to be used by the Tolvn in considering applicants. 

In order to insure that the Town will have the best possible grouprbf candidates 
to select from, the Personnel Board believes that there should be extensive advertising 
of the availability of the position. 

In order to insure that the best pessible candidate will be selected from among 
the persons who apply for the position of Chief of Police, the Personnel Board beli·eves 
that there should be a careful process for reviewing applications, checking references 
and reviewing qualifications followed by an open hearing at which the public will be 
provided with the opportunity to observe and question the finalists. 

FINAllCE COMMITTEE REPORT: This article, if passed, is likely, in the opinion of Town 
Counsel, to be in violation of State Law, G.L. c. 41~ s. 97A. (accepted ATM 1965 Art.30) 
because it restricts the power of the Selectmen in the appointment of a police chief. 
It would create another bureaucratic layer in the hiring process, and, by virtue of 
that fact, provide an additional basis for litigation by disappointed candidates. 
Moreover, it appears to negate, in part, the action of taking this position out of 
Civil Service by requiring the new chief essentially to have all of the qualifications 
Civil Service would require.

PETITIONERS REPORT: The purpose of this article is to effect an emergency one-year 
halt in the continuing intense development occurring in Sudbury, especially along 
the Boston Post Road. Limited to activity within Business and Limited Business 
Districts, a temporary moratorium will enable the Planning Board, and other concerned 
boards and departments, to deal with an unprecedented rush of new projects and 
renovations. Simple day-to-day administration has left no time, with the increased 
development, to analyzelong-termcumulative environmental, financial, and other 
impacts on the Town. Residents are concerned about unrestrained growth, traffic 
density, property values, and a potential threat to water resources. A cessation of 
connnercial development would allow the validity of these concerns to be addressed 
and would reap the maximum value from the recently-awarded $15,000 grant to study 
land use, transpo~tation, and water along Route 20, since the study could be conducted 
while conditions are stabilized. 

PLA.I.'illiNG BOAPJ) REPORT: The Planning Board will make its report at Town Heeting. 

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: At the hearing held by the Finance Committee on this article, 
three primary arguments were made in favor of the article: 1) the moratorium was 
necessary to arrest, at least temporarily, the rapid and intense development along 
Ronte 20; 2) the moratorium was essential, assuming that the Town approves the line 
item in the Planning budget for the position of Planning Administrator, in order that 
the new Planning Administrator would have the time necessary to perform a thorough 
review of the overall long-range needs and goals of the Town without being pressured 
into hasty recommendations on individual requests without a fair opportunity to assess 
the individual request in light of more general needs and goals; and 3) the 
moratorium was necessary to assure, or assist in assuring, the protection of the Town's 
water supply. The Finance Connnittee found a good deal of merit in the first two 
reasons, although no convincing argument was heard to the effect either that a) the 
Town's water supply was in fact in long or short-term danger or b) that, even assuming 
that to be a fact, the passage of this article would operate to alleviate the problem. 
The Connnittee was of the view that the moratorium would serve the purpose of giving 
the Planning Administrator.an opportunity to become fully acquainted with the present 
situtation in an unpressured atmosphere, assuming the position is funded. But even 

' ·' 
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if the Town does not fund the position of Planning Administrator, it was the view 
of ·the Committee. that the articie. had merit standing alone .in that it would arrest . 
at least temporarily what appears to be the headlong flight to intensify development 
of Route 20. However, the Commit"tee was concerned that the language of the proposed 
bylaw as it is proffered in the article might be interpreted judicially ·to require 
the cessation of any building or expansion in progress at the time of its adoption 
by the Town. Therefore, the Finance Committee recommends approval of the article 
provided either a) that Town Counsel gives a written opinion prior to the Town 
Meeting that the article, if adopted, will not effect construction work in progress, 
or b) there is adopted an amendment to the words of the article to make such a 
provision an explicit part of the bylaw passed.

Evidence of dog having 
been vaccinated-- veterinarian's certificate, notarized letter from veterinarian, 
or metal rabies tag with unexpired expiration date indicated -- must be presented 
for licensing. A spay certificate or a spayed female license from another Mass. 
town MUST also accompany the fee if a spayed female dog is being licensed in Sudbury 
as a spayed female for the first time. Evidence of dog's vaccination anq/or spaying 
certificate will be returned to you. A fine must be imposed after June 1st for non­
compliance of Town Bylaw, Article V, section 3, Unlicensed Dogs.
