Preamble 

When in the course of commemora�ng the 250th anniversary of the commencement of the 
American Revolu�on, it became necessary for the Sudbury Select Board to establish the 
Sudbury 250 Commitee on 5th of December in the year 2023, the Board submited the 
following in the mission declara�on: “It is an�cipated that many of the observances will take 
place in the early spring through late winter of 2025, although the Commitee may plan later 
events, such as the July 4, 2026 observances.”  

Sudbury 250 Commitee (“The Commitee”, “We”) wishes to augment the commemora�ons by 
including Sudbury’s role in the events leading up to the American Revolu�on and beyond. 

Purpose 

The Commitee agreed that its work will serve these purposes: 

• To celebrate and commemorate the 250th anniversary of the American Revolu�on 
through various planned events, 

• To have the said events take place mostly between April 19, 2025 and July 4, 2026, while 
encompassing events in the American Revolu�onary history, 

• To include and engage all Sudbury ci�zens, star�ng with our children and students, 
• To tell and record stories that are untold or under-told, and  
• To inform and entertain. 

 

Planned Events 
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We are planning a list of events including Faires, reenactments, music, parades, presenta�ons 
for all residents of all ages, students, and performances and contribu�ons from Sudbury 
residents.  

Key events are: 

• Sudbury Minutemen March on 4/19/2025 (250th anniversary of Patriots’ Day) early 
morning followed in the evening by a period music concert, 

• a float in the 2025 Fourth of July parade, 
• underwri�ng of Sudbury Colonial Faire and the re-enactment of Batle of the Red Horse 

Tavern, 
• Sudbury 250 Day in Spring 2026, and concluding with  
• the 2026 Fourth of July parade and a drama�c reading of the Declara�on of 

Independence (250th anniversary of the Declara�on). 

We also have mul�ple presenta�ons and re-enactments during this �me, including but not 
limited to: 

• Presenta�on on Ezekiel Howe who fought on 4/19/1775 and later commanded 
the 4th Middlesex Mili�a Regiment of Massachusets 

• Presenta�on and re-enactment of Deborah Sampson, a hero of the American 
Revolu�on when she disguised herself as a man and joined the Patriot forces and 
served in the Con�nental Army 

• Presenta�on and firing of cannon to commemorate the movement of 
Ticonderoga Cannon to Dorchester Heights under the command of Henry Knox 

• Music Concert series

Sudbury 250 had a well-atended booth at the Colonial Faire on 9/28/2024. We had a booth at 
the Sudbury Holiday Village on 12/7/2024  (from 16:44 mark in the recording). At both events, 
we were able to promote the ac�vi�es through brochures, a banner, conversa�ons, and sale of 
Sudbury 250 merchandise. 

We are commited to including all of Sudbury. We will collaborate with our schools, community 
organiza�ons, businesses, town historians, and various town commitees and boards. The goal 
is to have the 250th events offer an enlivening, unifying, and reflec�ve opportunity across 
Sudbury. 

We are also working with the 250 Commitees of neighboring towns to collaborate and 
coordinate our ac�vi�es.
